Prep Time:  20 min  Total 
Time:  45 min  
Makes 3-1/2 doz. or 21, 2 cookie 
servings  
 
What You Need 
2 cups Flour  
1 tsp.  Baking soda  
1/4 tsp. Salt  
4 squares BAKER'S Unsweetened Chocolate  
1 cup (2 sticks) butter or margarine  
1-1/2 cups  Sugar, divided  
1 Egg
